BIODIVERSITA: PIU POTERE ALLE LE AUTORITA LOCALI A LIVELLO
MONDIALE

Come possono gli enti locali risparmiare denaro e al contempo dare impulso all'economia, migliorare
la qualita della vita e creare posti di lavoro? Integrando i servizi ecosistemici nelle loro politiche,
secondo le conclusioni di un nuovo studio. La relazione TEEB (Valore economico degli ecosistemi e
della biodiversita) destinata ai responsabili degli enti locali e regionali mostra ai responsabili degli enti
locali come apprezzare meglio il valore e 1 servizi forniti dal capitale naturale (foreste, parchi e corsi
d'acqua) e come sfruttarne i benefici per le politiche locali, quali la gestione urbana, la pianificazione
territoriale e la gestione delle zone protette.



II commissatio europeo responsabile per I'ambiente Janez Potocnik ha dichiarato: "Le autorita locali e
regionali detengono un potere enorme che puo tradursi in realizzazioni altamente positive. La
relazione in parola illustra numerosi esempi a livello mondiale di integrazione positiva tra la tutela
della biodiversita e la pianificazione di interventi a livello locale e ne elenca in modo dettagliato 1
benefici per i cittadini. Si tratta in molti casi di un vademecum per garantire la tutela dell'ambiente".

I responsabile dello studio TEEB, Pavan Sukhdev, ha affermato: "I valori molteplici e complessi
della natura hanno un impatto economico diretto sul benessere delle persone e sulla spesa pubblica a
livello sia locale che nazionale. Concentrandoci sui diversi aspetti benefici della natura ci rendiamo
conto di quanto siamo dipendenti — in modo diretto e indiretto — dall'ambiente naturale e questa
convinzione puo essere di notevole aiuto per la definizione delle politiche locali e la gestione della
cosa pubblica. Esortiamo le autorita locali a leggere questa relazione e a prendere atto dei benefici
che la natura puo apportare e della dimensione economica del capitale naturale che ¢ a loro
disposizione".

Integrare la biodiversita sul terreno in Europa ...

La nuova relazione dal titolo "TEEB per i responsabili degli enti locali e regionali" (TEEB for Local
and Regional Policy Makers), preparata nell'ambito dell'omonima iniziativa (The Economics of
Ecosystems and Biodiversity — 11 valote economico degli ecosistemi e della biodiversita) nell'ambito e
con il sostegno del Programma delle Nazioni Unite per ’Ambiente, illustra in che misura le citta
dipendano dalla natura e come 1 servizi ecosistemici possano offrire soluzioni economiche ed efficaci
per i servizi municipali. Lo studio dimostra, ad esempio, come Roma stia cogliendo i1 benefici
derivanti da 5.000 ettari di verde pubblico e come le autorita locali del Galles siano riuscite a
migliorare la salute dei cittadini grazie ad un aumento degli spazi verdi. Tra le raccomandazioni
formulate rientrano regimi di pagamento per i servizi ecosistemici, orientamenti per ricompensare la
buona gestione del capitale naturale locale, sistemi di certificazione ed etichettatura.

... e nel mondo

Piu di 140 esperti del mondo scientifico, economico e politico provenienti da piu di 140 paesi hanno
partecipato alla ricerca, all'analisi e alla stesura della relazione TEEB per i responsabili degli enti locali
e regionali che contiene studi di casi relativi a molti paesi quali il Sudafrica, I'India, I'Australia, il
Vietnam e il Peru. Oltre a rimarcare l'importanza di una valutazione dei servizi ecosistemici, la
relazione sottolinea anche tre aspetti fondamentali di cui tenere conto se si vuole mettere il capitale
naturale al servizio dello sviluppo locale:

1: un'equa distribuzione dei diritti ai benefici della natura. I cambiamenti di politica incidono spesso
sulla distribuzione o sull'accesso ai servizi - e di cio si deve tenere conto a livello decisionale;

2: un uso massimo delle conoscenze scientifiche ed empiriche disponibili per giungere alla definizione
di un linguaggio comune che permetta di dare espressione a visioni diverse;

3: I'impegno delle parti interessate durante tutto il processo per definire le priorita ¢ mettere in atto
interventi a livello locale fattibili ed efficaci.

Contesto

Il patrimonio naturale del pianeta - da singole specie a ecosistemi come le foreste, le barriere coralline,
1 bacini idrici e 1 suoli - si sta riducendo ad un ritmo allarmante. La perdita di biodiversita costa ogni
anno miliardi all'economia mondiale danneggia l'economia, compromette le prospettive economiche e
le possibilita di combattere la poverta.

Il progetto TEEB — (The Economics of Ecosystems and Biodiversity — Il valore economico degli
ecosistemi e della biodiversita), finanziato dalla Commissione europea ¢ da paesi come la Germania, il
Regno Unito, 1 Paesi Bassi, la Svezia, la Norvegia, il Belgio e il Giappone, ¢ finalizzato a individuare le
ragioni economiche che dovrebbero indurci a cambiare il modo in cui valutiamo e gestiamo le risorse
naturali.

Si tratta della terza relazione TEEB rivolta alle parti interessate (le due precedenti erano destinate ai
responsabili politici nazionali e alle imprese) e l'ultima prima della presentazione dei risultati
complessivi del progetto TEEB durante la convenzione sulla diversita biologica che si terra in ottobre
a Nagoya in Giappone.

45 MILIONI DI EURO PER PROGETTI DI RICERCA EUROPEI IMPERNIATI SU
ATTIVITA MARITTIME INNOVATIVE E SOSTENIBILI

La Commissione europea presentera domani alle parti interessate ed ai potenziali candidati il
finanziamento pari a 45 milioni di euro destinato a progetti di ricerca sulle attivita marittime. Nel
quadro dell'invito a presentare proposte "The ocean of tomorrow 2011" possono essere presentate
proposte finanziarie per progetti di ricerca miranti a sfruttare al massimo il potenziale dei mari e degli
oceani con approcci innovativi, improntati al futuro e sostenibili.

Il finanziamento verra assegnato ad ampli progetti di ricerca pluridisciplinari basati su partenariati tra
Stati membri dell'UE e paesi terzi. La giornata d'informazione si svolgera presso il centro conferenze
"Albert Borschette" a Bruxelles (rue Froissart, 36): essa si aprira alle 10, con i discorsi d'apertura di
Maire Geoghegan-Quinn, membro della Commissione europea responsabile per la Ricerca,
l'innovazione e la scienza, e di Maria Damanaki, membro della Commissione europea responsabile
per gli Affari marittimi e la pesca, e proseguira alle 10 e 30 con una conferenza stampa.

Maire Geoghegan-Quinn e Maria Damanaki hanno spiegato: "Gli oceani coprono il 70% della
superficie terrestre. Sono imprescindibili per il nostro ecosistema, ma non solo: infatti sono essenziali
anche per la nostra economia attuale e futura. Una gestione intelligente dei mari ci aiutera, nel corso
di questo XXI secolo, a superare le difficolta nella creazione di posti di lavoro e a favorire la crescita
mirando alla sostenibilita. Selezioneremo le migliori proposte giunte in risposta a questo invito con
l'obiettivo di fare progredire I'Europa in settori quali la produzione di energia in mare e le
"biotecnologie blu".

Gli oceani offrono enormi potenzialita in termini di sviluppo economico sostenibile. Ma la pressione
che I'vomo esercita sui mari aumenta di giorno in giorno. In particolare, la crescente richiesta di
servizi di trasporto marittimo, la produzione d'energia in mare, lo sviluppo costiero e l'eccessivo
sfruttamento delle risorse rappresentano una minaccia sia per gli ecosistemi marini che per lo
sviluppo delle attivita marittime sostenibili.

Questa iniziativa multitematica ¢ la seconda di questo tipo nell'ambito del 7° Programma quadro (7°
PQ), ed ¢ fortemente improntata sull'innovazione e sulle prospettive future. I candidati sono invitati a
presentare proposte riguardanti la messa a punto di una piccola imbarcazione adibita alla ricerca
scientifica, adatta alle acque poco profonde, nonché a svolgere ricerche sulle piattaforme marine
multifunzionali e a proporre nuovi approcci bioinformatici per lo sfruttamento della biodiversita
marina.

L'invito a presentare proposte, in parte imperniato sul Mediterraneo e sul Mar Nero, incoraggera la
cooperazione con i paesi limitrofi. Lo scopo ¢ creare i presupposti scientifici per definire misure di
gestione sostenibile e migliorare la gestione dei mari regionali minacciati sul piano della sostenibilita.

Favorire I'integrazione tra settori di ricerca complementari

L'invito a presentare proposte "The ocean of tomorrow 2011" ¢ stato lanciato il 20 luglio 2010. Esso
rappresenta un esempio illuminante di come il programma europeo di finanziamento della ricerca
consenta di affrontare tematiche internazionali in base a un approccio interdisciplinare. I progetti
prescelti verranno finanziati ricorrendo a molteplici strumenti.




4 temi, 45 milioni di euro

L'appello si articola su quattro temi, due generali e due espressamente dedicati al Mediterraneo ed al
Mar Nero. Per ciascun tema i progetti approfondiranno gli aspetti seguenti: alimentazione,
agricoltura, pesca, biotecnologie, energia, ambiente e trasporti.

- Il primo tema (14 milioni di euro) riguarda la progettazione innovativa di piattaforme marine
multifunzionali, e segnatamente il loro interesse economico ed ambientale.

- Il secondo tema (9 milioni di euro) riguarda gli approcci bioinformatici volti a favorire 1'acquisizione
di conoscenze sul funzionamento degli ecosistemi marini e sul loro potenziale biotecnologico.

- Il terzo tema (13 milioni di euro) mira a studiare l'effetto combinato delle pressioni esercitate dalla
natura e dall'uomo sull'ambiente marino nel Mediterraneo e nel Mar Nero, e il modo in cui vi si
adattano gli ecosistemi.

- Il quarto tema (9 milioni di euro) riguarda la gestione integrata delle reti di zone marine protette e le
possibilita offerte dall'energia eolica.

Le proposte potranno essere presentate entro il 18 gennaio 2011. I progetti selezionati verranno resi
noti entro l'autunno 2011.

Contesto

Lo sviluppo delle attivita in mare quali il trasporto marittimo, la produzione di energia in mare, il
turismo, lo sviluppo costiero, la pesca e l'acquacoltura rappresenta un importante fattore di crescita
economica ma, d'altro lato, minaccia gravemente I'ambiente marino. Nel 2008, I'Unione europea ha
lanciato una nuova politica marittima integrata, di cui la "strategia europea per la ricerca marina e
marittima" rappresenta una componente fondamentale. Nell'ambito di tale strategia si sottolinea
Iimportanza di integrare le discipline esistenti in materia di ricerca marina e marittima, al fine di
rafforzare l'eccellenza scientifica e di conciliare la preservazione dell'ambiente e lo sfruttamento dei
mari. Oltre ad altre azioni la strategia propone di lanciare inviti a presentare proposte multitematiche
sui grandi temi di ricerca del 7° PQ.

AUMENTO DEL SOSTEGNO DELL'UNIONE EUROPEA AL SETTORE APICOLO

LLa Commissione ha approvato oggi i programmi nazionali dei 27 Stati membri destinati a migliorare
la produzione e la commercializzazione dei prodotti apicoli per il periodo 2011-2013. 1l contributo
dell'UE al finanziamento di questi programmi ¢ aumentato di quasi il 25% rispetto al precedente
petiodo (2008-2010), passando da 26 a 32 milioni di EUR all'anno.

La salute del settore apicolo ¢ un tema di estrema importanza visto il ruolo fondamentale delle api nel
processo di impollinazione. Da diversi anni ormai si osserva una mortalita delle api senza precedenti.
Questo fenomeno non solo rende difficile la situazione economica degli apicoltori ma costituisce
anche una minaccia per la biodiversita. Ora come ora, i programmi nazionali sono l'unico strumento
disponibile a controbilanciare parzialmente la perdita delle api. Gli Stati membri sono soddisfatti dei
vantaggi offerti da questi programmi ed anche le positive conseguenze delle misure finanziate
nell'ambito dei programmi nazionali a favore del settore apicolo sono ampiamente riconosciute dagli
apicoltori.

In questo contesto, la Commissione ha deciso di aumentare gli stanziamenti annui destinati al
cofinanziamento dei programmi nazionali a 32 milioni di EUR all'anno per il 2011, il 2012 e il 2013
rispetto ai 26 milioni concessi al cofinanziamento dell'UE per il petiodo 2008-2010. Tale aumento
accrescera l'efficacia dei programmi di sostegno e testimoniera la volonta della Commissione di
risolvere i problemi di questo settore altamente sensibile.

Tutti gli Stati membri hanno trasmesso alla Commissione i propri programmi nazionali in materia di
apicoltura. Tali programmi includono diverse misure: controllo della varroasi, razionalizzazione della
transumanza, sostegno ai laboratori, ripopolamento del patrimonio apicolo, programmi di ricerca
applicata e di assistenza tecnica. Tutti 1 27 programmi sono ammissibili al cofinanziamento.

II regolamento unico OCM prevede la concessione di un sostegno finanziario a favore del settore
apicolo. Ogni Stato membro ha facolta, ogni tre anni, di sottoporre un programma apicolo nazionale
(inclusivo di uno studio sulla struttura del settore) atto a migliorare le condizioni della produzione e
della commercializzazione dei prodotti dell'apicoltura. Per il periodo successivo (2011-2013), tutti gli
Stati membri hanno manifestato interesse a questo tipo di programma.

la risposta degli Stati membri alla crisi economica non deve essere una reazione impulsiva che finisca
per incidere sui servizi di primo livello, la maggior parte dei quali ¢ fornita dagli enti regionali e locali.

"In un periodo di crisi economica come questo, ¢ naturale che, in sede di revisione del bilancio
dell'UE, i governi degli Stati membri mirino a ridurre la spesa pubblica. II problema da porsi ¢: quali
spese tagliare? Ambiti di intervento essenziali come l'inclusione sociale, 1'uso di fonti di energia
sostenibili o la strategia Europa 2020 richiederanno notevoli stanziamenti. E tutti sanno che le
politiche dell'UE possono funzionare soltanto se gli enti regionali e locali sono in prima linea e
producono risultati effettivi. L'Europa non deve soltanto assicurare il finanziamento delle sue
politiche, ma anche rafforzare la sua capacita di attuarle sul terreno. Qualsiasi minaccia nei confronti
dei fondi strutturali europei deve essere sventata, ¢ il CdR auspica che il governo belga sostenga
costantemente questa posizione per tutto il semestre della sua presidenza del Consiglio UE".

La Presidente Bresso ha anche espresso la sua soddisfazione per l'accoglimento, da parte del
Presidente della Commissione José Manuel Barroso, di una delle richieste chiave del Comitato in
materia di bilancio dell'UE: "accolgo con viva soddisfazione il riferimento del Presidente Barroso, nel
suo recente discorso sullo 'stato dell'Unione', alla necessita di portare il periodo di programmazione
finanziaria dell'UE dagli attuali sette a dieci anni, con una revisione intermedia dopo i primi cinque. 11
Comitato invoca da tempo l'adozione di un sistema di questo tipo, che garantira alle istituzioni
europee una maggiore flessibilita nello stilare il bilancio annuale e nel definire le priorita politiche. A
questo proposito sono convinta che si debba considerare la possibilita di emettere obbligazioni
europee (eurobonds) per finanziare i progetti strategici di lungo termine".

Kris Peeters, presidente della regione Fiandre, nel presentare le priorita della presidenza belga alla
riunione dell'Ufficio di presidenza del CdR, ha dichiarato che "l'importanza del Comitato delle regioni
per le Fiandre ¢ di assoluta evidenza, tanto piu adesso che, con l'entrata in vigore del Trattato di
Lisbona, il CdR si ¢ visto attribuire ulteriori competenze. Questo interesse nei confronti del CdR
rientra nelle piu generali priorita della regione Fiandre, ossia rafforzare l'europeizzazione e
l'internazionalizzazione della regione e dei suoi sei milioni di abitanti. Le autorita fiamminghe
ravvisano nella strategia Europa 2020 uno strumento da utilizzare, in sinergia con il piano del governo
federale belga "Flanders in Action", per fare delle Fiandre una delle cinque regioni piu avanzate
d'Europa entro il 2020."

Per i 60 membri dell'Ufficio di presidenza del CdR - I'organo esecutivo del Comitato - la riunione di
Anversa ha costituito anche un'occasione preziosa per visitare diversi progetti nel campo delle energie
sostenibili in corso nell'area portuale della citta e per intavolare poi un dibattito sul futuro della
politica energetica dell'UE con il ministro regionale flammingo dell'’Ambiente Joke Schauvliege.

Lla Commissione ricorda alle imprese che esse devono registrare le sostanze chimiche di uso piu
comune o piu pericolose entro il 30 novembre di quest'anno, data alla quale mancano ora meno di 12
settimane. Questa registrazione ¢ una delle pietre miliari di REACH, il regolamento UE sulle sostanze
chimiche e il loro uso sicuro. Si ricorda nel contempo alle imprese che esse devono notificare




all'Agenzia europea per le Sostanze chimiche (ECHA), entro il 3 gennaio dell'anno prossimo, la
classificazione e l'etichettatura delle loro sostanze chimiche.

Antonio Tajani, vicepresidente della Commissione europea e commissario responsabile per l'industria
e limprenditoria, assieme a Janez Potoc¢nik, commissario responsabile per I'ambiente, hanno
affermato: “La nostra industria chimica deve essere sostenibile. Ci rivolgiamo percio a tutte le imprese
interessate sollecitandole a inoltrare i loro incartamenti completi e in tempo utile. Cio che chiediamo
alle imprese ¢ un compito oneroso, ma si tratta anche di un investimento che si ripaghera da solo
poiché servira a consolidare il ruolo guida dell'industria chimica europea. Le ricadute si tradurranno in
una maggiore competitivita, in una piu intensa innovazione e in un maggior numero di posti di lavoro
per i cittadini europei in un ambiente pit pulito e piu sano."

A tutto il 10 settembre sono stati presentati allECHA 4000 incartamenti con un tasso d'incremento
piuttosto accelerato Le imprese sono pertanto invitate affrettarsi per completare i loro dossier e
presentarli quanto prima. I dichiaranti capofila sono incoraggiati a procedere alla registrazione entro il
30 settembre, in modo di disporre di un margine di sicurezza in caso sorgessero problemi con le loro
registrazioni e di aver tempo sufficiente per consentire agli altri dichiaranti di presentare 1 loro
incartamenti prima della fine di novembre. Le imprese devono presentare 1 loro fascicoli per via
elettronica tramite lo strumento REACH-IT.

La Commissione e 'ECHA fanno tutto quanto in loro potere per aiutare l'industria in questo
frangente. Un gruppo di funzionari d'alto livello della Commissione, dell' ECHA e delle associazioni
industriali si ¢ adoperato con successo per rendere piu agevole il processo di registrazione. L'ECHA
ha intensificato gli sforzi per pubblicare orientamenti dettagliati in 22 lingue dell'UE.

Si deve inoltre dare un riconoscimento agli sforzi compiuti dall'industria. La scadenza ¢ molto vicina
ed ¢ un esercizio complesso definire e gestire il lavoro nell'ambito dei forum per lo scambio di
informazioni sulle sostanze nell'ambito dei quali le imprese mettono in comune i dati sulle sostanze
chimiche ai fini della loro registrazione.

11 processo di registrazione non interessa soltanto l'industria chimica, ma anche operatori che non
appartengono direttamente al settore chimico come ad esempio quelli delle industrie metallurgiche o
del tessile.

Gli utilizzatori di sostanze chimiche si trovano a dipendere dalla disponibilita delle sostanze sul
mercato e dalla loro tempestiva registrazione. E per giunta, in seguito alla registrazione, devono
ottemperare alle raccomandazioni in materia di sicurezza migliorata formulate dai loro fornitori
oppure, in certi casi, procedere a effettuare una propria valutazione del rischio per i loro fini specifici.

Scadenze per le nuove regole in materia di classificazione delle sostanze

Si ricorda inoltre alle imprese che esse devono riclassificare entro il 1° dicembre 2010 le sostanze che
vendono conformemente alle nuove regole sulla classificazione e I'etichettatura e procedere quindi a
notificare allECHA, entro il 3 gennaio 2011, dette classificazioni. Geert Dancet, direttore esecutivo
dell'ECHA, aggiunge: "Il nostro consiglio alle imprese che si preparano al processo di classificazione
e ctichettatura ¢ che siano pronte a provvedere in tempo alla notifica. L'ECHA e gli helpdesk
nazionali sono pronti ad aiutare a sostenere l'industria, soprattutto le PMI, a far fronte ai suoi
obblighi". La classificazione ¢ essenziale per determinare se una sostanza chimica sia pericolosa per la
salute e l'ambiente e serve a stabilire le informazioni da apporre sulle etichette dei prodotti che i
lavoratoti e i consumatoti usano. E importante notare che le notifiche devono essere inviate anche
per piccole quantita di sostanze chimiche. Cio significa che un numero molto maggiore di imprese ¢
chiamato in causa, comprese anche le PMI.

The Abbaye aux Dames (Saintes, France) is a non-profit organisation and valorises a historical
monument — an abbey founded in 1047 with Romanesque architecture. Since 2003 the European

Many developed countries, within and outside Europe, are facing the
big challenge of dealing with an ageing population in the upcoming
decades, since the life span of ordinary people is increasing steadily.
Many of the elders need to be looked after in care homes or units, with
nurses and care workers providing basic caring services. The overall
cost for providing these services are soaring in many ageing countries.
Innovative technologies are therefore the key to a sustainable and high
quality health care service for the elderly in the future.

Physiological health monitoring of the cared persons is one of the
important tasks for care workers that can be carried out actively by
tireless autonomous mobile platforms. Equipped with non-intrusive
sensors, an autonomous robot can collect the physiological health data
of an elder person, comfortably and quietly. The data collected by the
robot can be recorded, locally analysed and immediately
communicated to GPs or hospitals via network connections.

Compared to fixed sensor systems, a mobile robot can collect data
anywhere within a living environment, in an active but humanised way.
Provided with effective navigation skills, the robot can move swiftly
between different rooms avoiding obstacles and hazardous situations.




Most importantly, it can detect, recognize and approach elderly without
putting at risk the safety of the latter.

Given the sensitive task of dealing with health issues, the robot should
demonstrate the ability to communicate with the user in an empathetic
way. Solutions for human-robot interaction would particularly focus and
adapt to the needs of aged people, who might be unfamiliar with
modern technologies.

The aim of the project is to bring multiple disciplinary institutions and
experts in health care, sensor data processing, robotics, psychology
and biomedical industry together, to explore the innovative and efficient
methods for improving the quality of elderly health care while
significantly reducing its costs. Integrating new emerging non-intrusive
techniques to measure body temperature, heartbeat, blood pressure,
voice tone, etc., as well as to analyse elderly locomotion and
behaviours, should be the main technological focus. The psychological
impact and the benefit of using mobile robots with elderly should also
be investigated.

A number of research challenges need to be addressed in the current
project:

= suitable methods to detect/collect important physiological data
without direct body contact;

= design of a mobile platform that minimise disturbance and
maximize safety of elder users;

= implement useful interactive tools which are easily accessible by
elderly persons.

About our speakers

Bjorn Hellstrém. Vertical Wind AB is a research company based in Sweden which develops and
manufactures advanced wind power technology. The company was founded 2002 by researchers at the
Division for Electricity and Lightning Research of Uppsala University, Energy Potential AB and Uppsala
Universitets Utveckling AB in order to commercialize some of the ideas spawned from academic research
in wind energy.

In April 2008 Vertical Wind expanded from ideas and patents to an operational company seated in
Uppsala, Sweden. In October 2009 Vertical Wind acquired a production facility in Falkenberg, Sweden
where production of the 200kW system was set up.

The municipality of Enkdping. The municipality of Enkdping provides its inhabitants with green energy. Ena
Energy uses bio fuel, Salix energy forest, which is purchased from local farmers. The Salix is irrigated via
nutritious waste water from the municipality and harvested every third year. Thus, waste waster can be
cleaned without chemicals, the energy forest does not need chemical fertilizers and possibly hazardous
chemicals in the waste water are filtered in the heating plant when the Salix is burned rather than ending
up in nature.

Thomas Bergfjord. Electroengine makes it possible to provide high performance electric drive technology
for today’s standard cars. The company has developed a complete system for electric propulsion that can
easily be installed in most of the cars that currently use internal combustion engines — this includes new
cars and also, there are plans to extend this to second hand vehicles. The system is called True Electric
and includes a completely new way of managing and checking a vehicle’s batteries that leads to increased
energy output and a significant increase in the lifetime of battery packs.

True Electric involves the use of very high performance and advanced so-called synchronous electric
engines and a new engine control system that dispenses with the need for a gearbox or the traditional
differential. Furthermore, Electroengine has also developed new, high performance power electronics
together with its partners. The system weighs a fraction of the alternatives currently available and takes up
very little space in the vehicle.

Billy Johansson. Seabased is a university spin-off that produces electric energy from waves. The company
works in close cooperation with researchers at the Division for Electricity, Department of Engineering
Sciences, at Uppsala University, Sweden. The group has world leading expertise in generator design. The
wave energy converters are optimized for different sea conditions with a world-class, multi physical
simulation tool further developed by the Uppsala researchers. It calculates motions, forces,
electromagnetic fields and heat conduction in different wave climates by solving fundamental physical
equations.

Lars Brolin and Peter Eklund. Lars Brolin is the Director of business development at Scandinavian Biogas,
a world leader in optimizing the production of biogas at wastewater treatment plants, ethanol and biodiesel
plants, landfills and from other large streams of organic waste. Based on patented technology and end-to-
end expertise in the biogas process, Scandinavian Biogas can increase production by a factor of 3-5 times
in an existing wastewater digester volume. Scandinavian Biogas’ main business model is to own, fully or in
part, the production sites, operate them and act as supplier of the energy.

Peter Eklund is a Project Manager at Upplands Lokaltrafik, UL, which is Uppsala County’s main public
transport company, has an engineering background. UL operates about 250 busses and 10 trains for
regional traffic. The busses are run on biogas produced by a spinoff from local research.

Stig Bjorne. President Stig Bjorne will present SKB, Swedish Nuclear Fuel and Waste Management
Company and their work in developing a final repository. SKB is tasked with managing and disposing of all
radioactive waste from Swedish nuclear power plants in such a way as to secure maximum safety for
human health and the environment. The assignment is so extensive that it is considered one of Sweden’s
biggest environmental-protection projects.

SKB currently has two facilities; a central interim storage facility in the south of Sweden for spent nuclear
fuel and a final repository for short-lived radioactive waste in Uppsala County. All transport is by sea. SKB
has recently selected a site for disposal of spent nuclear fuel — this final repository in
